U16 Eligibility: 
Players must be eligible for U16 cricket, with a DOB on or after 1 September 2004. The minimum 
age is 14. (NB Must be 14 at the commencement of the match) 

Trials 
All interested players are requested to attend our initial trial sessions on Sunday the 12th and 
Sunday the 19th of July, 2020.  Times and venues TBA. 

Given uncertainty around the availability of grounds caused by COVID-19, we are yet to finalise 
the balance of the selection process although we are hopeful that subsequent to the net sessions 
on 12 and 19 July that we will be able to arrange trial games and finalise the selection of the 
squad by 3 August.
